Slovacia va sprijini aspiraţiile europene ale R. Moldova  
 
Slovacia va sprijini R. Moldova în calea ei spre aderarea la Uniunea Europeană, dar şi la alte 
instituţii multinaţionale, fiind partizanul ideii că UE va fi cu atât mai puternică, cu cât va fi mai 
mare, a declarat miercuri, 20 iunie, Ivan Gašparovič, preşedintele acestui stat, în cadrul unor 
declaraţii comune de presă susţinute la Chişinău cu omologul său Vladimir Voronin.  
 
Şeful statului slovac a spus că o ţară care prin ambiţiile declarate de integrare europeană 
demonstrează şi pe plan intern implementarea reformelor economice şi sociale are toate şansele ca 
într-un viitor apropiat să devină un nou membru al UE. Potrivit acestuia, R. Moldova trebuie să 
întrunească toate criteriile pentru aderarea la UE, iar pe de altă parte, comunitatea europeană să nu 
pună piedici sau cerinţe suplimentare pentru aderare. 
 
La rândul său, Vladimir Voronin s-a declarat satisfăcut de nivelul relaţiilor bilaterale dintre cele 
două state, menţionând importanţa pentru RM a experienţei Slovaciei în domeniul integrării 
europene. Totodată, el a menţionat că în cadrul vizitei recente la Luxemburg a discutat cu 
demnitari europeni despre stadiul de implementare a Planului de Acţiuni RM-UE. Au fost 
apreciate pozitiv eforturile Moldovei în mai multe domenii, dar există şi unele restanţe, care 
urmează să fie înlăturate până la finele anului curent, a declarat şeful statului.

conflictului transnistrean; 
 

• Reafirmarea consecventa pe plan international a pozitiei Moldovei cu privire la retragerea 
imediata, ordonata si neconditionata a trupelor rusesti stationate ilegal in Republica 
Moldova; 

 
• In cadrul discutiilor despre viitorul Tratatului privind Fortele Armate Conventionale in 

Europe sa reitereze apelul adresat comunitatii internationale privind inlocuirea operatiunii 
rusesti de mentinere a pacii in Moldova cu o operatiune multinationala de observatori 
militari si civili sub egida Uniunii Europene. 

 
Impartasim obiectivul reintegrarii tarii si credem ca anume democratizarea, modernizarea si 
consolidarea perspectivelor europene prin aplicarea riguroasa a Planului de Actiuni Moldova-UE 
vor crea conditiile pentru o solutionare viabila a conflictului transnistrean.

YOUTH IN ACTION - Action 2: European Voluntary Service 
 
The European Voluntary Service - EVS gives the opportunity to young people between the ages 
of 18 and 30 to take part individually or in groups in a voluntary activity abroad that benefits the 
general public. The voluntary service takes place in another country, for a period of 2 to 12 
months (long term). 
 
It is Action 2 of the five actions within the Youth in Action programme. Participants:  
 

• volunteers are aged between 18 and 30, and have to be legally resident in a Programme 
Country or in a Partner Country; 

• sending/hosting organisation: Any type of non-governmental organisation, association, 
local authority or any other non-profit-making local initiative, which is legally established 
in a programme country or in a partner country; 

• co-ordinating organisation (applicant): a non-profit making organisation or association, a 
local, regional or national authority organising body of an event in the area of youth, 
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sport or culture with non-profit or profit making status international governmental 
organisation; 

• organisations located in Partner Countries other than countries of South East Europe can 
be sending or host organisations, but they cannot be 'coordinating organisations'. 

 
The Programme Countries are: 27 EU Member States, the EEA (Iceland, Liechtenstein and 
Norway) and Turkey. 
 
The Neighbouring Partner Countries are: 
 

- South East Europe: Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Former Republic of 
Macedonia, Montenegro, Serbia. 

- Eastern Europe and Caucasus: Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova, Russian 
Federation, Ukraine.
