Cetatenii Republicii Moldova vor putea obtine vize la Chisindu pentru Danemarca si
Islanda

Cetdtenii Republicii Moldova vor putea primi la Chisinau, vize pentru cilatorii in Danemarca si
Islanda, incepand cu 21 mai curent. Vizele vor fi eliberate la Centrul comun de solicitare a
vizelor, deschis recent in sediul Ambasadei Ungariei la Chigindu.

Declaratia apartine Ambasadorul Ungariei in R.Moldova, Mihaly Bayer. Oficialul a mai
mentionat la 16 mai, in cadrul unei conferinte de presa, importanta alaturarii la activitatea
centrului nu doar a celor cinci state din spatiului Schenghen, dar si a Islandei, care este tara
membra a spatiului economic unic european. Potrivit lui, de la inceputul lunii august ar putea fi
liberate vize si pentru Estonia. Amintim ca Centrul unic de eliberare a vizelor, elibereaza in
prezent vize pentru Ungaria, Austria, Slovenia si Letonia, capacitatea preconizatd a institutiei
fiind de circa 10 mii de cereri pe an.

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Romania offers assistance for Moldova’s EU integration

Romania’s Prime Minister Calin Popescu Tariceanu and Moldova’s President Vladimir Voronin
met in Zagreb during a summit of the South East European Cooperation Process. Both politicians
discussed the urgent problems between their countries, especially the problematic situation after
Romania’s accession to the EU. While Moldovans now need to apply for visas to travel to
Romania and the enlargement of the EU has had negative consequences for the Romanian-
Moldovan trade relations, many Moldovan citizens are applying for Romanian passports to leave
their country. Tariceanu offered as a counterpart that Romania is willing to assist Moldova on its
way to EU integration as much as Moldova wishes. Therefore, they agreed on dealing with the
important issue of visa facilitation as the immediate priority.

A study of the Independent Press Association has shown that local authorities limit access to
information. The Association, mainly made up of journalists, described the latest developments in
Moldova as a serious threat to the freedom of speech and information. They also argued that
independent and government-critical newspapers and journalists are facing more and more
restrictions by local authorities, while pro-governmental journalists are being supported with
public money. The Independent Press Association sees a direct connection between the upcoming
elections and the threats against journalists and newspapers.

On 1 July Portugal will take over the Presidency of the European Union from Germany. A major
challenge for the Portuguese Presidency will, of course, be to take forward the work on how to
revive the constitutional treaty and reform the EU institutions, with a view to convening an inter-
governmental conference during the forthcoming semester.

In parallel, we can expect the Portuguese to drive forward the internal agenda - in the framework
of the ‘trio’ of subsequent presidencies that includes also Slovenia - and to prepare the ground for
a new generation of external policies that better match the EU’s needs and ambitions. Portugal
seems keen, in particular, on adding a Mediterranean emphasis to the European Neighbourhood
Policy.

Historical Dictionary of Moldova by Jon Woronoff, Scarecrow Press' Series Editor

The second edition of the Historical Dictionary of Moldova is written by Andrei Brezianu and
Vlad Spanu. Through its chronology, introduction, appendixes, maps, bibliography, and hundreds
of cross- referenced dictionary entries on important persons, places, events, and institutions and
significant political, economic, social, and cultural aspects, the book traces the history of this
small and little known eastern European country.

The Republic of Moldova is one of the smallest fragments of the former Soviet Union. When the
opportunity came for successor states to renew their independence in 1991, few seized it with
greater joy. Moldova, in various shapes and forms, had been dominated by others over most of its
recorded history. A remote outpost of the Roman Empire in ancient times, it narrowly escaped
being absorbed into the Ottoman Empire and was forcibly inserted into the Russian Empire, then
more tightly integrated in the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, while suffering excessive
influence or intrusion from the Habsburg Empire (in the last 19th century), the German Reich (in
the 1940s), and all along from Romania -- the only land with which it has any general affinity.
The new state's relaunch was not entirely auspicious, being itself plagued by the presence of a
breakaway region. Yet, despite numerous evident problems, Moldova has succeeded in
establishing a working government and administration, shifting from a command to a market
economy, and adjusting to the pressures of much larger neighbors.

Evenimentul dat este un impuls calitativ nou relatiilor de cooperare intre MAEIE si societatea
civila, contribuind laconsolidarea acesteia in procesul implementarii documentelor bilaterale intre
Republica Moldova si Uniunea Europeand si respectiv a realizarii obiectivului strategic al
Republicii Moldova - integrarea europeana.

Documentul stabileste un mecanism de colaborare calitativ nou, in special prin intermediul
urmatoarelor mijloace si metode:
