Comisia Europeană a publicat la începutul lunii martie Raportul Strategic pentru Moldova. 
Documentul adresează perioada 2007-2013 şi declară scopul “de a dezvolta relaţii mai strânse 
dintre UE şi Moldova.” Astfel, punctele cheie pentru UE în următorii ani vor fi: cooperare mai 
strânsă în politica de securitate, soluţionarea conflictului transnistrean, reducerea sărăciei şi 
creşterea economică, şi mai presus de toate, consolidarea instituţiilor democratice. Strategia de 
asemenea evidenţiază particularităţile noului Instrument al Politicii Europene de Vecinătate. 
 
În aceeaşi direcţie se adresează şi Raportul Naţional Indicativ al Comisiei pentru Moldova. El 
subliniază “susţinerea pentru dezvoltare democratică şi buna guvernare”, “susţinerea pentru 
reforma regulatorie şi consolidarea capacităţilor administrative” şi “susţinerea pentru reducerea 
sărăciei şi creşetere economică” drept cele mai importante domenii pentru acţiunea UE şi prevede 
un buget de 209.7 milioane euro până în 2010. În special sub-priorităţile privind drepturile omului, 
dezvoltarea societăţii civile şi guvernul local, precum şi accentul pe educaţie şi dimensiunea 
interumană se referă direct ONG-urilot din Moldova.

Fiscal transparency and abuse of state resources: Understanding how public monies are 
allocated and spent is an important element in any public debate regarding governmental 
policies and programs. HRGGP will provide support to NGOs to monitor the budget and 
expenditure process at the national and local government levels.  
 
Transparency in governmental decision-making: Accountable decision-making requires a 
transparent and predictable process, which allows for public intervention and debate. In order to 
promote a culture of transparency, the program supports projects that make governmental 
debate and decisions public, especially efforts to promote the adoption and implementation of 
whistle-blowing protections.  
 
Judicial accountability: An independent judiciary is critical to ensuring accountable 
governance.

Building Capitalism: Transformation of the Former Soviet Bloc by Anders Aslund 
 
Aslund’s book offers the most comprehensive empirical analysis of the economic transformation 
of the countries comprising the former Soviet bloc during the first decade after communism. It 
debunks many myths, seeing transition as a struggle between radical reformers and those thriving 
on rent seeking. Privatization has undoubtedly been beneficial, and its positive effects will grow 
over time. The main problem has been the continuation of large, unregulated and ubiquitous state 
apparatuses living on corruption, while no country has suffered from too radical reforms. Where 
malpractices of the elite can be checked, market reforms and democracy have proceeded together. 
Moldova is one of the countries analyzed. 
 
The book was published by Cambridge University Press and the prize is 52, 52 $. 
 
 
The Rise of European Security Cooperation by Seth G. Jones 
 
One of the most striking developments in international politics today is the significant increase in 
security cooperation among European Union states. Seth Jones argues that this increase in 
cooperation, in areas such as economic sanctions, weapons production and collaboration among 
military forces, has occurred because of the changing structure of the international and regional

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systems. Since the end of the Cold War, the international system has shifted from a bipolar to a 
unipolar structure characterized by United States dominance. This has caused EU states to 
cooperate in the security realm to increase their ability to project power abroad and to decrease 
reliance on the US. Furthermore, European leaders in the early 1990s adopted a 'binding' strategy 
to ensure long-term peace on the continent, suggesting that security cooperation is caused by a 
desire to preserve peace in Europe whilst building power abroad. 
 
The book includes a chapter about European Neighborhood Policy and focuses on Moldova as 
well. It was published by Cambridge University Press and costs 34,99 $ in the paperback version.
